Cllr Demonti informed members that a number of years ago the Town Council had erected wooden posts along the outer perimeter of the land to prevent indiscriminate parking.  The situation now was that a number of the posts had rotted and motorists were parking on the land in such a way as to prevent safe access to the adjoining East Herts District Council play area.  A request was made that quotations be sought to erect replacement posts in either wood or concrete and East Herts District Council erect a suitably worded sign prohibiting motorists from parking on the footpath.

SOUTHMILL ROAD – TRAFFIC AND HGVs’ (Cllr Wyllie)
The Chairman stated that he had been approached by a number of residents who had expressed general concern at the speed of traffic using Southmill Road and the growing practice by HGV drivers accessing and exiting at both ends of the road which, with the ever present on street parking at this location, constituted a danger to residents. A request was made for suitably worded signs to be erected prohibiting the practice.  Public service vehicles, it was said, were also a problem.  It was pointed out that any ban on the use of the road by HGVs would need to be the subject of a Traffic Regulation Order.  It was suggested that a letter be forwarded to Sgt Kelly (Hertfordshire Constabulary) pointing out the concerns and drawing attention to the fact that currently lorries were exiting onto South Road which was contrary to the current restrictions currently in force and Hertfordshire Highways be requested to consider introducing a Traffic Regulation Order on Southmill Road.

URGENT BUSINESS

(i)  Traffic Management – Havers Lane

Cllr Taylor referred to the continuing problem of indiscriminate parking of vehicles at both ends of Havers Lane, the parking of vehicles on the bend and the formation of chicanes, all of which constituted a danger to pedestrians and other road users.  Speeding also continued to be a problem.  Reference was made to the study and report on the possible solutions promised by Herts County Council some two years ago and which was still awaited. (iii)  Dangerous Wall – Rye Street

Cllr Gray referred to the above structure, which, because of its condition, constituted a danger to pedestrians negotiating the footway.  Clerk to write to East Herts District Council drawing attention to the danger and to seek remedial action.  

(iv)  Estate Agents Boards  

The Chairman referred to the increasing problem of estate agents placing their advertising boards on highway verges and away from the actual property for sale.  The main problem areas were Thorley, Great Hadham Road, Villiers Sur Marne and Friedburg Avenue.
